1.  Opening.  Chairman Shelly Sizer briefly opened the meeting. No meeting minutes from May.

3. New Business
· Executive Committee Updates
· ND National Guard: BG Huber reported there are over 200 are currently deployed. The 817th out of Jamestown has about 150 deployed and due to come off mission at the border in Oct/Nov and Bravo Battery of the 188th out of Grand Forks has 75 coming back come back in the August, September time frame. Major General Dohrmann announced his  retirement on15th of September, so they'll be invitations for a Change of Command event when planned. Brigadier General Mitch Johnson is coming in as the new Adjutant General. He has his previous assignment was a Wing Commander in Fargo. We have a Yellow Ribbon event for DET 7, doing a very informal event for the about seven C12 pilots that came back from Southwest Asia. Camp Adventure coming up for our military youth is 21 through 25 July. The State Partnership Program is celebrating 10 years of working with Togo and Benin. Civic Leader Day is July 17 at Camp Grafton where legislators and Military Affairs Committees from across the state will visit to get an in-depth briefing. The NDNG has hired a new chaplain – Major Chad Guyon (Monsignor) is a catholic priest. COL Johnson is at the National Guard Bureau in DC. 
· Regional VA, Fargo: Jason Petti reported that the VA is planning a Vet Festival in Fargo August 22nd from 4:00 to 8:00 PM. The VA is still working on finding a site for the Fisher House and met with the mayors of Fargo and Moorhead to discuss the progress.
· NDHHS-Health: Kodi Pinks reported they are working on making the suicide dashboard publicly available in August but there is no veteran specific data. Kodi will provide military/veteran data when requested. Currently, we are at 11 military suicides for 2024, which is roughly 16.4% of our total suicides. Last year we were at 18%.


4.  Old Business: 
Michelle reported that she is working on four different businesses that will become ND Cares
Partners. The University of Jamestown is tentatively set for Aug 15. The Minot YMCA presentation will take place at the Stand Down in Bismarck in August or at their Patriot Ruck March event on September 6. Legal Services of North Dakota’s (LSND) presentation will be scheduled when Sgt. Diemert returns from the southwest border in October. North Star Credit Union is not scheduled yet. Concerning the strategic plan, the LSND radio spot is up and running. Sgt. Diemert and the NDNG Visual Information department will shoot a video for TV the fall. In addition, ND Cares is hosting the VA’s Voices of Veterans Summit at the Fargo Readiness Center. It is open to anybody, but we are really encouraging providers to attend as CEUs will be offered for many different licensures. There may also be a radio spot geared toward providers. ND Cares also received a request to help the Suicide Prevention Conference pay for a speaker. We have not yet vetted the speaker for the miliary nexus that is required for us to be able to assist. For the Governors Challenge update, team members will get the opportunity to present at the ND Hospitals Associations October conference. The VA’s Tammy Monsebroten will be speaking about the COMPACT Act and suicide prevention and NDSPA’s Kora Docktor will be speaking about suicidal patient discharge planning. There is a Suicide Mortality Review meeting with SAMHSA/VA and an effort underway by the American Warrior Partnership to match state death records with Social Security numbers on DOD records to look for unidentified veterans who many have died by suicide. In addition, they are interested in talking to surviving military family members to perform a deep dive into suicide cases to better understand the cause. Granting access to those records may take legislative action. Veterans in Minot will go through state peer support training in the fall including the assistance director of the Minot YMCA. Concerning lethal mean safety, Governor’s challenge Priority Group 3 will meet on July 24 and hear from the state of Wisconsin about how they started their off-site safe storage program. At the Innovation Conference Michelle met with representatives from Wyoming and Nebraska who agreed to meet periodically to learn from one another. Sarah Kemp Tabbut from the VA scheduled another virtual CALM Training on September 4.
